1. The teacher does not 

change the seating 

arrangements based on the 

activities done in class 

2. The teacher does not 

consider the children’s 

characteristics when 

arranging the seats 

3. The owner of the institution 

is ignorant of the 

importance of seating 

arrangements 

 

1. Some children cannot see 

the teacher well and 

cannot participate in 

certain activites 

2. The children keep talking 

to their friends instead of 

listening to the teacher 

3. The teacher is not able to 

control some of the 

children 

The teacher attends 

student-centered meetings 

o The teacher will have more 

knowledge about how to 

handle children in class 

o The teacher will gain more 

confidence in teaching 

o It will cost quite a lot of 

money to hold students-

centered meetings 

Applying all of the 

four solutions above 

 

The institution should send 

someone to observe the 

class regularly 

o The teacher will get useful 

feedback on teaching skills 

o The teacher might feel 

uncomfortable being observed 

while teaching and cannot 

perform well 

The teacher designs the 

seating arrangement to suit 

the children’s characteristics  

o The teacher can take 

control of the students  

o The teacher will be able to 

place the right child in the 

most appropriate seating 

position 

o The children might not like 

the seating chart given by 

the teacher. 

The teacher designs 

suitable seating 

arrangements for different 

activities and get the 

children involved in moving 

themselves into the new 

seating arrangement 

o The children will not get 

bored  

o The children will be able to 

follow each activity well as 

the seating arrangement 

suits the activity 

o It might cause chaos then 

lost of concentration during 

the moving
