A. FLOWCHART 

 Causes: 
1. Lack of guidance from the 
teacher. 
2. Children do not eat 
breakfast in the morning. 
3. The children are not 
interested in learning. 

 

Problem: 
 
“Difficulty of five children 
aged 4 years at Pelita Fajar 
Kindergarten in 
concentrating on language 
lessons”.   

Effects: 
1. They will bother other 
children in the class. 
2. They cannot follow the 
lesson well and cannot do 
the task properly. 
3. Teachers may face 
difficulties to teach them. 

Potential (+) Effects: 
1. Children will get the 
energy to focus on the 
lessons. 
2. Having breakfast prevents 
children from easily getting 
sick. 
 

 
 

Potential Solution I: 
 
Teachers suggest that the 
parents give their children a 
healthy breakfast in the 
morning before they go to 
school. 
 

Potential (-) Effects: 
1. Children may feel sleepy 
in the class if they are full. 
2. Children may feel bored 
with eating a healthy 
breakfast, so they do not eat 
it at home and do not have 
energy to concentrate well. 
 

 

Potential (+) Effects: 
1. Children can also study 
while they are playing the 
games. 
2. The interesting games 
can build children’s 
motivation to study in the 
classroom. 

Potential Solution II: 
 
Teachers try to develop 
children’s interest in learning 
by doing games. 

 

 

Potential (-) Effects: 
1. Playing games may make 
the children feel tired 
physically and mentally. 
2. Children may give up 
easily on finishing the 
games when they face 
difficulty in playing it. 

 

Potential (+) Effects: 
1. Children will have 
motivation to study if the 
teacher or a teacher 
assistant gives enough 
attention to them. 
2. Teacher assistant can 
help children individually to 
concentrate on the lessons. 

Potential Solution III: 
 
The school provides a 
teacher assistant to give 
more attention and to guide 
the children in learning. 

Potential (-) Effects: 
1. The school has to allocate 
a budget to hire a teacher 
assistant. 
2. Children probably 
become dependent on the 
teacher assistant. 

Chosen Solution: 
 
1. Teachers try to develop children’s 
interest in learning by doing games. 
 2. The school provides a teacher assistant 
to give more attention and to guide the 
children in learning.
